Selection will be based 
on  the academic record of the applicants (who are expected to be within the 
first  five ranks of their institution)  details of which should be included in their 
C.V. Students are expected to have had a first course  in  complex analysis of 
one variable at the Masters level by the time of the program. Knowledge of  

basic real analysis and multi-variable calculus  will be assumed.   

Outstation students will be provided with free food and possibly lodging, to be 
made clear once the selection is done. No such benefits will be provided to those 
from Chennai,  except for a working lunch available to all  participants of the 
program.  The deadline for application is 15th November, 2015.  Those selected,
